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"Like some solitary pine." The perspective in this enlargement of the mag-

nificent portrait by Brady (January 8, 1864) calls to mind the comment of

Francis Grierson that Lincoln "rose from his seat, stretched his long, bony

limbs upward as if to get them into working order and stood like some solitary

pine on a lonely summit."
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
